2. In 2002, the World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) called for development of a "ten year framework of programs in support of national and regional initiatives to accelerate the shift towards sustainable consumption and production." This effort will be reviewed at the CSD this May.

In your opinion, what kinds of UN-based programs and/or activities do you think would best support the thousands of initiatives around the world working to make consumption and production patterns mores sustainable?
3.  What do you believe can be some meaningful and useful outcomes from the proposed Rio+20 conference on sustainable development in 2012? What useful agreements or actions on sustainable production and consumption and the "green economy" do think you think are possible?

4. Other thoughts, observations, or suggestions for how to ensure the most productive and useful outcomes from this next CSD cycle?
